Her e.xtensiu studies in
this unusual field have net been pub-
ished, but the manuseript was deposit-

ed in the archives of Harvard Uni- ||

versity library, where it iz consulted
by students of old literature.

Misz Elount resumed her teaching
life and was for many years am in-
structor in English literature at the
State Teachers College at Y psilanti,
Mich. She retired in 1935 and went
to Arizona to live with a niece. To-
gether they built 2 beautiful home
in the outskirts of Phoenix, where
they lived, until a slewly developing

paralysis sent her to bed in a pri-||

vate nurzing home.

She lay flat on her back for sev-
gral years, reading and writing, knit-
ting and sewing for her friends. She
never complained. Her courage and
heerfulness were phenomenal and wen
the admiration of her many friends.
